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The DAR Library’s collection contains resources pertaining to several different under-
represented groups. The staff is actively working to expand the Library’s holdings
pertaining to members of marginalized populations, with a particular focus on histories
of the colonial and early federal eras. The Library welcomes suggestions of new
resources to add to further strengthen the collection to better serve all visitors.

For individuals pursuing research on African American ancestors, the most relevant
books can be found in the African American section (AFRO-AMER). Some individual
states have published books related to African American populations within the
state’s African American section as well. A partial list of the most frequently requested
books and resources is below.
