Was Wonnded Tn Shouldor,

Plans for the coromony were an-
nounced at tho acndumy yestorduy and
with the announcement eame part_of
the story of “Captuin Molly” Corbin.

In its nost persistent
form it told how she was ono of ihe
garriaon  of Wort Washington, New
York clty, 'during the war, was wonnded |
in the left shoulder and retived to the
np-river villnge to spend her later yenrs, |

A It was known "Captaln Molly”
Pitchor was buried n Carliste, Pa., the
legend flnully was Investignted by the
Now York State Ilistorlenl Society, Ite-
wearoh in the lbrary of the Millitary
Acndemy revenled that from. 1787 to
1789 rations and clothing were issued
by tho post commissacy to “Captaln
Molly,"” eare of n Highland Falle family.

Grave Located,

Degeendants of the fomily with whoin
the heroine lved were found, and gead-
ually, by patient Inquiry, the Tegendrry
locatlon: of her grave was sscertained.
It wus safd to be mnrked with an un-
lottored hendstone, with a treo at the
hend.

Such n spot was found, and lest
Tuesdny excavatlons woro made there.
Four feat under the surface some bones
were dlscoverod that surgeons from
Wost Point snid were those of a woman
46 to 50 yenrs old, Those of the loft
shoulder showed evidento of a wound.

Convineed they had found the ramaing
of Margaret Corbin, the “Cuntain
Molly" of Fort Washington, tho inves-
Ugntors ordered thelr reinterment in
the Went ’oint Cemctery.
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
